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Issues discussed at WSIS have underlined the critical importance of Internet governance in societal and international relationships. The diversity of interests and objectives of the main players creates tensions which call for a common analysis of what is required and how they are to be implemented.

This action is positioned in the continuity of ICANN and GAC works as well as the initiatives taken at European and world level, such as the Autrans Conferences and Domain Name Summits, in order to achieve a commonly agreed scheme for Internet governance at international and global level.

The WSIS resolutions constitute a concrete basis of thinking on which to develop initiatives and make proposals for the Tunis Summit in 2005 on the conditions required for a balanced, transparent, multilingual and decentralised governance of the Internet.
